
February 2007 Weather Summary  
Report based on Fort St John Airport Data 

February 2007 ended up as a pretty cold month this year. A pool of cold air stretching 

from the Yukon to the southeast ended up covering all of northeast BC along with most 

of Alberta with below normal temperatures. The BC Peace region saw the greatest drop 

from normal temperatures in all of BC. Chetwynd was 5.1 degrees, Fort St John was 4.3 

degrees and Dawson Creek was 3.0 degrees below normal. Surprisingly with the cold 

temperatures not one temperature record was broken in any of the cities.  

Snowfall was very heavy at Fort St John with 60.3 cm recorded with a water equivalent 

of 51.9 mm while Chetwynd saw quite a bit less with 23.9 cm and 24.4 mm of water 

equivalent.  Precipitation is no longer recorded at Dawson Creek.  

Fort St John saw 17 days with measurable snowfall plus 9 days with a trace leaving only 

2 days in February without any precipitation at all. The 17
th

 saw a period of freezing rain 

with 1.2 mm falling along with 6.8 cm of snow. The 8
th

 saw a new daily precipitation 

record set of 7.4 mm breaking the old record for that date of 7.0 mm set in 2000. The 

snowfall was the 4
th

 heaviest for February in the 64 years of record with the snowiest 

February seeing 89.6 cm back in 1979 and it was also the 4
th

 heaviest total precipitation.   

Temperatures  

o Average daily high of –11.3 was well below the normal of -6.0 
degrees C.  

o Average daily low of -18.3 was below the normal of -15.0 degrees 
C.   

o Mean temperature of -14.8 was below the normal of -10.5 degrees 
C.   

o Monthly high temperature of 3.0 degrees Celsius on the 15th  
o Monthly low temperature of -27.2 degrees Celsius on the 13th  

Precipitation  

o Total rainfall of 1.2 mm is above the normal of 0.5 mm.   
o Total snowfall of 60.3 cm is well above the normal of 28.3 cm  

o Total precipitation of 51.9 mm is well above the normal of 21.9 mm  

Daily Records  

o No daily temperature records were set.  
o Feb. 8th set a new precipitation record of 7.4 mm breaking the old 

record of 7.0 mm set in 2000.  

Monthly Records  



o No records were set or tied.  

Notes.   
The current accumulation of precipitation, 80.6 mm, so far this calendar year is 
well ahead of the normal of 53.4 mm.
